It is important that our participants have a criminal record check, for the protection of the children, elderly, participants, and our organization.  We have also promised this to the leadership in each of the communities that we work with.

The individual requesting this criminal record check is a volunteer; they will provide for their own personal costs and will receive no remuneration for their services.
